	Appeal – sentence - robbery with aggravating circumstances 

The appellant was convicted on 13 May 2016 on one count of robbery with aggravating circumstances (count 1), one count of the unlawful possession of an AK-47 automatic firearm (count 2), one count of unlawful possession of ammunition (count 3) and four counts of attempted murder.

He was sentenced to 20 years’ imprisonment on count 1 and 15 years’ imprisonment in respect of count 2 of which 12 years was ordered to run concurrently with the sentence imposed on count 1.  In respect of count 3 he was sentenced to 5 years’ imprisonment and it was ordered that this sentence should run concurrently with the sentence in respect of count 1.  The judge a quo considered the four counts of attempted murder to arise from a single incident and accordingly took them together for purposes of sentence.  In respect of the four counts of attempted murder the appellant was sentenced to 5 years’ imprisonment of which 3 years were ordered to run concurrently with the sentence on count 1.  He was accordingly sentenced to an effective term of imprisonment of 25 years.  He appeals against the sentence imposed with leave granted by the Supreme Court of Appeal, on petition.

The court held that in the circumstances of the present it does not consider that the sentence imposed can be said to be disturbingly inappropriate, more particularly when weighed against the sentence imposed upon the appellant’s co-accused, nor was it satisfied that the court a quo necessarily committed any misdirection.  To the extent that a misdirection may have been committed it is not one which vitiates the court’s decision on sentence
