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Qoboshiyane NO v Avusa Publishing Eastern Cape (Pty) L td

The SCA today dismissed an appeal by the MEC focalo
Government and Traditional Affairs in the Easteap€ against an order
that he make available to The Herald newspapeK#i®iso report into
maladministration in the Nelson Mandela Metropalitunicipality. The
high court had ordered the MEC to make the repati@ble because the
public interest in its contents, which containedidexce of
maladministration, outweighed the interest in prasg its
confidentiality while the MEC decided what stepstd&e in the light of
its contents. The MEC complied with the court ordathin 5 days but
thereafter sought leave to appeal the court order.

In dismissing the appeal the SCA held that as tHeChad
complied with the court order to provide accesshi® report, without
expressing any reservations and on an unqualifiadisb he had
acquiesced in the judgment and thereby lost thét rip appeal.
Furthermore the appeal raised no legal issue adftanbe, but was merely
an attempt to reargue the case on its facts. Nerdrdving a practical
effect would result from the appeal because thertdyad been disclosed.

Accordingly the appeal fell to be dismissed as moot
